The organisation above has made an application to Gwynedd Council to be approved as a Group of Children under section 37 of the Children and Young Persons Act 1963. If approved, the organisation would be exempt from having to apply for individual licences for children to perform within the local authority's boundaries. 

If approved, the organisation agrees to comply with the following conditions: -

1. No payments will be made to the child or anyone else, on the child's behalf, except for expenses. 
2. No child will be absent from school to take part in a performance given under the approval of a Group of Children.
3. The organisation will provide details of all performances/practices including dates, times and locations, to the Local Authority, along with full names, birth dates and the addresses of each child who takes part, at least 21 days before the first performance unless the authority has agreed on a shorter notice time period.  The authority must be informed in advance about any changes to the performance's timetable.  The organisation will also provide the contact details of the lead person who is responsible for each performance.
4. The organisation agrees on Regulation 11 and Regulations 17 to 31 of the Children (Performances and Activities) (Wales) Regulations 2015.
5. A risk assessment must be undertaken for each performance location. 
6. There is a first aid officer who has had appropriate training at every location. 
7. The organisation will ensure that the appropriate number of chaperones approved by the Local Authority (see Reg. 17) are available to care for the children who are employed, taking into account their sex and age and ensuring that every child is supervised at all times.   
8. The organisation agrees that any authorised officer from the authority has non-restricted access whilst any full practice or technical practice is happening in any location the organisation uses for such purposes.
9. The organisation will provide the authority with a written Child Protection Policy.
10. The organisation will receive a signed fitness declaration from the parents of each child.
11. The organisation will ensure that there will be a list of emergency contact details for each child, including any medical problems or additional needs, available at each performance location.
12. The organisation will ensure that there will be sheets to register attendance and daily record sheets will be completed for each performance.

If you fail to comply with any of the agreements or conditions noted above, it is likely that the authority will disable the Group of Children exemption immediately.

Failing to comply with s.37 of the Children and Young Persons Act 1963 and the Children (Performances and Activities) (Wales) Regulations 2015 is an offence with a maximum penalty of up to £1,000 or three months imprisonment, or both, for each offence.
