Tips!



• Try to control your own emotions especially in challenging situations

• Be a detective – think about what is behind the behaviour

• Commentaries on the emotions of your children eg ' you threw the 
little doll.  I wonder  if you feel angry '

• You will be a role model e.g. say how you feel. Use the calming-down 
corner!

• Ensure a good knowledge of our child

• Ensure a strong connection with the home

• You will be consistent as staff in your response to individual emotions

Skills

Step 1: Turn problems into skills

• If a child has problems, they can be turned into skills that the 
child can learn.

• When a child encounters problems, it is often because he or she 
has difficulty mastering a specific skill.

• When a child masters a skill the problem goes away.

• Changing to talking about skills rather than problems makes it 
much easier to discuss things constructively.

Skills

Step 1: Examples

A child losing his/her temper or having tantrums

There is a need to learn the skill of self-control.

It appears that some children are able to do this 
instinctively, while others need to practice it in order to 
master it.



Step 1: Turn problems into skills

Problems

• With a little imagination, almost any problem that a child 
has can be expressed in a way where we do not have to 
talk about problems and faults

• but instead about skills that the child needs to master.

• STOPPING doing something is never a skill.

• Rather, a skill is learning how to do something instead 
and in an acceptable way.

• Not: 'Stopping hitting other children', 'Stopping playing 
with his/her food' or 'Stopping shouting'

• Instead: 'Being able to control himself/herself', 'Being 
able to eat tidily' or 'Using a quiet voice'

• Yn hytrach: “Gallu rheoli ei hun”, “Gallu bwyta’n daclus” 
neu “Defnyddio llais tawel”

Praise and Reward:

Celebrate:
• When a child feels that he/she has learnt the skill 

and when others also agree with this
• An opportunity to announce that the child has 

been successful
• It's important that the child thanks others for 

helping him/her 
• Be allowed to take the skill chart home
